About the Center for Economic Development

The Center for Economic Development (CED) is a community outreach and technical assistance
organization of the California State University, Chico Research Foundation. As an agent of the
university, the CED supports, expands, and reinforces the university’s role in the regional
economic development process. The CED is dedicated to improving the capacity of existing
economic development practitioners, policy makers, and business and community leaders to plan
and carry out effective programs. At the heart of all CED programs is the CED’s responsiveness
to the needs of regional businesses and public leaders. In 2003, the CED became the Lead Center
for the Northeastern California SBDC program. Through the funding provided by the U.S. Small
Business Administration and the California Community Colleges Economic and Workforce
Development Program, the Northeastern California SBDC program leverages local talent and
resources to grow a strong economy through small businesses. The Northeastern California
SBDC program is comprised of six SBDCs hosted by seven regional community colleges located
in Stockton, Sacramento, Roseville, Yuba City, Chico, and Redding/Weed.

The County Economic and Demographic Profile Series was developed to meet the needs of local
businesses, government, and other organizations for detailed regional analyses of local trends
and conditions including economic, social, and general demographic indicators. The purpose of
the profiles is to make economic and demographic information available to the general public in
a consolidated and comprehensive package so decisions can be made using the most timely and
reliable data. The publication is a commonly used source for grant writing. Originally published
in 1990 as a one-page county economic and demographic summary, the profiles have grown in
length to an average of 150 pages per county.

Now in its nineteenth year, the 2009-10 Profile Series is our most up-to-date edition ever. The
profile staff has constructed a compilation of extensive data and new elements of economic and
demographic information. Included are new indicators requested from client feedback. City
information has continued to be included as well as updated projections for the years 2015 and
2030. This year’s publication includes a revised analytical narrative to better assist clients with
the understanding and utilization of the data.

What is a Sponsorship?

What are the Benefits of Becoming a Sponsor?

We offer many services and benefits to profile sponsors, including:

+« Logo on the Profile Cover: The sponsor’s logo is displayed prominently on the front cover
of the sponsored county profile.

% One-page Ad in the Front of the Profile: The sponsor’s message is displayed one page in
the front of the profile. Sponsors can advertise their products or services, thank customers,
and show their pride to offer their county’s Economic and Demographic Profile.

% Profile Distribution Rights: Sponsor owns the distribution rights for the sponsored county
profile. The sponsor receives a full-color pdf copy of the profile to send to their customers
and clients, to print and make available in hard copy for visitors and meeting/conference
attendees, or any other audience or purpose. A link to a free copy of the profile will be
available on the sponsor’s Web Site, directing profile user traffic to the sponsor.

+ Press Release: The CED works with the sponsor to distribute a press release to local media
indicating release of the free Economic and Demographic Profile, sending people to the
sponsor’s Web Site for a copy.

« Monthly Promotions: Each month, the CED will send an E-mail to its 16,000-member
contact database of business, government, and nonprofit professionals reminding them of the
Economic and Demographic Profile’s benefits. Recipients will be linked to the sponsor’s
Web Site to download a free copy of the profile.

«» CED Web Site: The sponsor will be listed as a profile sponsor on the CED Website and its
Facebook page. People who go to purchase the sponsored county profile will be directed to
the sponsor’s Web Site to download a free copy.

% County Economic and Demographic Workshop Sponsorship: The CED will hold the
""2009 Economic & Demographic Workshops: Understanding Your Local Economy™ in each
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county to address the needs of the local community and answer questions about the data
found in the profile. These workshops range in size from thirty to sixty people and are an
excellent venue for sponsor recognition by business and community members in the area.

o Have the opportunity to give a brief 3-5 minute presentation to talk about their
